· Provide any suggestions you have for completing the project. 

Your review does not need to be long (1/3 to 3/4 of a page is fine).

Please be constructive, but frank and helpful in your comments.  This exercise is intended to provide a mechanism for you to help each other with your projects.  Avoid just saying something is good or bad.  If you give an opinion, say why, or what you like or dislike about it and what might be done to make it better.  I will not use the comments you write in the grading of the projects you review.  Hopefully though, reviews will result in improvements in the final projects which will benefit the grading.  I will treat this assignment as a homework for which you will get a score that is either full marks, or 0 (for a review not done or non-substantial).
